Uniform Policy

Payne Road State School is a *uniform school” where all children are required to wear the
school uniform every day.

The formal school uniform and school polo shirt may be worn on any school day, however,
formal school uniforms (Check shirt and navy bottoms or check dress (not for Prep)), must be
worn on the following occasions:

e School photos

e ANZAC day assembly and community parade

* Leaders investiture

» The Mount Coot-tha Cluster Leaders camp (captains)

« Ofther special assemblies or excursions (nofification prior to event)

The school polo shirt is specifically for sports practice days, PE lesson days and swimming
lesson days. This also includes the Year 6 senior’s shirt.

The school house team shirts (with logo and house name) are to be worn only on house team
events days. These include:

e Swimming carnival

e School Cross Country

e School athletics carnival

« Special academic days (students compete in house teams — notification prior to event)

Other uniforms for special events or groups:

* Navy slouch hat with school emblem

Hair

Hair needs to be neat, tidy and conservative. The following points are provided to help clarify
the school's expectations:

+ Outlandish or non-conservative hair styles are not permitted (including, but not limited to,
awkward contrasting lengths, rat’s tail, fracks, hair shorter than blade 2 and unnatural hair
colours);

« Students should think carefully prior to making any radical changes to an already
acceptable hairstyle;

e If hairis long in front (e.g. hair falling over or across the students eyes), it should be pinned
or tied back to ensure it will remain tidy and sit off the student’s face.

In the interest of safety and to limit the impact of head lice it is recommended that long hair
be tied back.
