Hair 
Hair needs to be neat, tidy and conservative. The following points are provided to help clarify the school’s 
expectations: 

• Outlandish or non-conservative hair styles are not permitted (including, but not limited to, awkward 
contrasting lengths, rat’s tail, tracks, hair shorter than blade 2 and unnatural hair colours); 

• Students should think carefully prior to making any radical changes to an already acceptable 
hairstyle; 

• If hair is long in front (e.g. hair falling over or across the students eyes), it should be pinned or tied back 
to ensure it will remain tidy and sit off the student’s face. 

In the interest of safety and to limit the impact of head lice it is recommended that long hair be tied back.
